Project Objective: The Light Charitable Trust, officially registered with the government in 2018 undereglstratlon
No. 270/2018, is dedicated to the care of orphaned children across various regions of India. The organization
strives to provide comprehensive support covering physical, educational, psychological, and religious aspects of
each child’s well-being. The project currently supports over 1,000 orphaned children and their families. It is worth
noting that these children live in their own homes with their mothers, not in orphanages. This project includes a
variety of charitable activities designed to support and empower orphans and provide them with a dignified and
secure life. Monthly meetings are held in 30 different areas, where orphans and their mothers gather to participate
in educational and spiritual activities, while the children remain with their families at home for the rest of the
month. Currently, around 700 orphans are still waiting for sponsorship. Despite our ongoing efforts, we are unable
to cover all their needs due to limited financial resources. We humbly appeal for your kind support to help these
children live a safe and dignified life. May Allah reward you abundantly in this world and the Hereafter, bless your
efforts, and place them in the scale of your good deeds.
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1. Monthly food support

Our programp rovides monthlyfoodassistance for each orphan

at a cost of QAR 150 per child. Currently, 1,000 orphans benefit
from this program, requiring a total monthly budget of QAR
150,000.

2. Monthly Religious Gathering & Meal

Amonthlyreligiousgatheringisorganizedin30areas, bringing
together orphans and their mothers to strengthen their spiritual
and emotional well-being.

A biryani meal is served to about 2,000 participants (orphans
and mothers) at a cost of QAR 8 per meal, totaling QAR 16,000.
An additional organizational cost of QAR 4,000 brings the total
per gathering to QAR 20,000.

3. Homes for Orphan Families

The project aims to build 100 housesfororphan families.

30 houses have been completed, Alhamdulillah, and 70 houses
remain to be built as soon as possible.

The cost of one house is QAR 50,000.
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4. Educational Support at the
Start of the School Year

Atthe start ofthe academic yearin June,1,000orphaned
students receive Essential educational materials at a cost of
QAR 50 per student, totaling QAR 50,000.

5. Ramadan Iftar and Suhoor
for Orphan Families

Duringthe blessed month ofRamadan,IftarandSuhoor meals
are distributed to 1,000 orphan families.
Each food package costs QAR 200, totaling QAR 200,000.

6.Eid Clothing for Orphans and Mothers

Tobring joytotheirheartsduringEid,1,000orphansandtheir

mothers receive new clothes.
The cost per family (child and mother) is QAR 100, totaling

QAR 100,000.



7. Construction of Toilets for Orphan Famil

To ensure cleanliness and dignity,t oilets are builtfor300orphanfamilies
at a cost of QAR 2,500 per unit, totaling QAR 750,000.

8. Construction of Drinking Water Wells

To provide a sustainablesource of cleanwater, theorganization is drilling
100 wells at a cost of QAR 6,500 per well.

30 wells have been completed, and 70 remain, with a total cost of QAR
455,000.

9. Renovation of Orphan Family Homes

Toimprove livingconditions,100homes fororphanfamiliesarebeing
renovated at a cost of QAR 10,000 per home, totaling QAR 1,000,000.

10. Annual Spiritual and Educational
Gathering

An annual educationaland spiritual gatheringis organizedin7 different
regions.

The cost of each gathering is QAR 10,000, with a total annual cost of
QAR 70,000.
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11. Eid al-Adha Meat Distribution Project

During Eid al-Adha, udhiyath meat is distributed in30regions—one
buffalo per area — at a cost of about QAR 2,500 each.
The meat is distributed exclusively to orphan families.

12. Medical Assistance

The organizationprovidesmedicalcarefor around 50 patients
suffering from serious illnesses.

This includes surgeries and kidney dialysis sessions, with a monthly
cost of QAR 1.5 million.

13. Higher Education Support

Theorganization supports 20to 25studentspursuing higher
education, with an annual cost of approximately QAR 100,000.

14. Marriage Support

Each year, the organizationsupports the marriage of around
10 women from orphaned families, at a total annual cost of
about QAR 300,000.




15. Distribution of Religious Books

Religious books (including translations of the Qur’an, supplications,
Islamic history, and creed) are distributed every three months, at a
cost of QAR 6,000 per distribution, totaling QAR 24,000 annually.

Umrah trips are organized for 10 orphans and their mothers,
selected by random draw from among 1,000 families, providing them

with a spiritual and educational experience. The cost for one orphan
and his mother is 8,500 Qatari Riyals,thus, the total cost for 10
orphans with their mothers = 85,000 Qatari Riyals.

17. Administrative Expenses

Administrative expenses include office rent of QAR 6,000 per year,

coordinator salary of QAR 8,400 per year, and annual auditing costs
of QAR 1,000, totaling QAR 15,400 per year.
